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Alhambra: Large palace and fortress complex located in Granada, Spain.

Azulejo: Glazed tiles used to decorate walls that originated in Moorish culture in Spain.

Bullfight: Sport involving the attempted taming of wild bulls with a matador, common throughout much of S
Flamenco: Traditional form of dance from Southern Spain.

Paella: A traditional rice dish in Spain.

Siesta: A midday break taken in the afternoon for a nap or rest.

Tapas: Appetizers or snacks commonly served in Spanish bars and restaurants.
